Human Body Systems

Homeostasis occurs when your 11 major organs systems work together to maintain a stable internal environment inside your body. 
Endocrine System - Releases hormones such as adrenalin

Made up by the following organs: pituitary gland, pineal gland, hypothalamus, ovaries, testes, thyroid gland

Muscular System – Muscles work with the skeletal system to help you move by contracting and relaxing muscles to create movement. Muscles usually work voluntary, but also work involuntary such as with heart muscles. This system helps maintain homeostasis.
Skeletal System - Provides structure for the body, protects vital organs and provides attachment for muscles and organs.

Made up by the following organs: bones, joints, ligaments and cartilage
Digestive System - Breaks down food you eat into nutrients that your body can absorb. Nutrients are absorbed by the bloodstream in the small Intestine.
 Made up by the following organs: mouth, stomach, intestines, rectum
Respiratory - Transfers gas from the environment to the body, then releases gas from the body back to the environment. The lungs pick up oxygen from tiny sacks, called alveoli.

Made up by the following organs: lungs, nose, trachea, bronchi 

Cardiovascular – The heart uses force to pump oxygen rich blood throughout your body through blood vessels.

Blood is made up of red blood cells, white blood cells, platelets and plasma. Red and white blood cells look very different and white blood cells have a nucleus while red blood cells do not. The two blood cells have different functions.

Made up by the following organs: heart, blood vessels, blood

Nervous - Sends electrical signals throughout the body controlling behavior and movement.
The human body system is made up of two parts: the central nervous system and the peripheral nervous system. An example is when you touch a hot stove sensory neurons (peripheral nervous system) send a message to the brain (central nervous system) and the brain processes that the hand is being injured and reacts by sending motor neurons (peripheral nervous system) to tell the hand to pull away.
Excretory System - Kidneys remove waste from the blood and turn it into urine.

Made up by the following organs: kidneys, urinary bladder, urethra, ureters

Reproductive System - This system is different in males and females and the main function is to allow humans to reproduce.
Made up by the following organs:  Males: testes, scrotum, penis, vas deferens, prostate

     Females: ovaries, uterus, vagina, mammary glands
