Landforms found in Florida
Coast - the land next to the sea. Also called seashore. Example: the rocky coast of Maine. 

Coastline - the outline or contour of a coast. Also called shoreline.

Rivers - a natural stream of water of fairly large size flowing in a definite course or channel or series of diverging and converging channels.
Swamps - a tract of wet, spongy land, often having a growth of certain types of trees and other vegetation, but unfit for cultivation.
Marshes - a tract of low wet land, often treeless and periodically flooded, generally characterized by a growth of grasses, sedges, cattails, and rushes.
Lakes - a body of fresh or salt water of considerable size, surrounded by land.
Archipelago - a large group or chain of islands: the Malay Archipelago.
Hill - a natural elevation of the earth's surface, smaller than a mountain.
Dunes - a sand hill or sand ridge formed by the wind, usually in desert regions or near lakes and oceans.
Lagoons - an area of shallow water separated from the sea by low sandy dunes. 
Straits - a narrow passage of water connecting two large bodies of water.
Bays - a body of water forming an indentation of the shoreline, larger than a cove but smaller than a gulf.
Capes - a piece of land jutting into the sea or some other large body of water.
Bluffs - a cliff, headland, or hill with a broad, steep face.
Peninsula - an area of land almost completely surrounded by water except for an isthmus connecting it with the mainland. Example: Florida is a peninsula.
Landforms not found in Florida

Mountains - a natural elevation of the earth's surface rising more or less abruptly to a summit, and attaining an altitude greater than that of a hill, usually greater than 2000 feet (610 meters).
Canyons - a deep valley with steep sides, often with a stream flowing through it.
Glaciers –  an extended mass of ice formed from snow falling and accumulating over the years and moving very slowly, either descending from high mountains, as in valley glaciers, or moving outward from centers of accumulation, as in continental glaciers.
Volcanoes -  a mountain or hill, usually having a cuplike crater at the summit, formed around such a vent from the ash and lava expelled through it.
